Academic Integrity Policies

The California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 41301, Standards for Student
Conduct states:

‘Student behavior that is hot consistent with the Student Conduct Code Is
addressed through an educational process that is designed to promote safety
and good citizenship and, when necessary, iImpose appropriate consequences.

‘Dishonesty includes: Cheating, plagiarism, or other forms of academic
dishonesty that are intended to gain unfair academic advantage.”

Academic Integrity Policies

University Academic Integrity Policy states:

‘It Is the policy (PS 08-02) of the faculty and administrationto deal effectively
with the student who practices cheating or plagiarism. These acts are
fundamentally destructive of the process of education and the confident
evaluation of a student's mastery over a subject. A University maintains respect
and functions successfully within the larger community when its reputation is

built on honesty. By the same token, each student benefits in helping to maintain
the integrity of the University.”

STUDENT CONDUGT KEY TERMS

Preponderance of the Evidence
More likely than not (50% and a feather) that a violation has occurred.

Responsible
Enough evidence provided that meets "the preponderance of the evidence® threshold.

Not Responsible
Not enough evidence provided that meets "the preponderance of the evidence' threshold.

Charge
Grounds upon which student discipline is based.

Sanction
Actions imposed for violation of Student Conduct Code.



OSCED ACADEMIC INTEGRITY PROGESS

e |nitial report filed with the Office of Student conduct and Ethical Development is for tracking
ourposes only.

e |nstructors can indicate further investigation by OSCED on report (even for first time).
e OSCED reserves the right to contact a student at any time regarding an incident.

e Case is reviewed and decision of responsibility is made based on “preponderance of evidence”.

e Sanctions for decisions of responsibility may result in the following:

= Educational and restorative sanctions
= Disciplinary probation

= SUspension

= Expulsion



OSCED ACADEMIC INTEGRITY PROGESS

Disciplinary Probation Sanction:
e |s not Academic Probation.
o Will result in a temporary notation on transcript.
e May impact students ability to hold a leadership position.

Recommendation to Academic Integrity Committee (AIC).
e \When refuting violations occur.
e \WWhen found not responsible.
e AIC reviews cases and refers students to Grade Appeal Process (GAP) when necessary.

Academice Integrity Committee VS Grade Appeal Process

o AlIC receives requests of students
being accused of cheating or
plagiarism.

e AIC reviews evidence and reports
opinion to both the student and
faculty involved.

e Opinion can be revisited with
instructor or referred to GAP.

e GAP In each Academic College reviews
student appeals for final course grades.

e GAP reviews appeals when a student
was given a reduction of a score on an
exam, other test of competence or final
course grade due to the alleged
cheating or plagiarism.

e Process only focuses on final course
grades.




Academic Dishonesty Defined

Cheating is defined as the act of obtaining or attempting to obtain or aiding
another to obtain academic credit for work by the use of any dishonest,
deceptive or fraudulent means.

Examples of cheating:
e Copying someone else's test or assignment.
e Using other sources or materials without the permission of instructor.
e Recycling assignments from one class to another.

e Taking an exam while posing as another student.
e Plagiarism

Plagiarism is defined as using someone else’'s ideas, words, or work as if it was
your own, without giving credit to the source (includes self-plagiarism).

Recommendations to Assist Students

Review and discuss:

o Academic dishonesty policies and consequences.
o Attendance, camera and group work policies.
o Course expectations, assignment, and exam dates and deadlines.

Additional recommendations:

o Promote Academic Integrity at the beginning of the semester.

o Affirm your role as a guide or mentor.

o Set course deadline reminders.

o Create multiple versions of exams and assignments.

o Provide multiple lower scored assignments verses fewer higher scored
assignments.

e Provide extra credit.
